Lori Yates joins Komen Maryland to help carry out the vision of a world without breast cancer

Baltimore, MD (August 4, 2010) The Maryland Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure®, an affiliate of the world’s largest breast cancer organization and provider of funds to aid in the awareness, prevention, treatment and research of breast cancer in the state of Maryland, recently appointed Lori Yates to the position of Eastern Shore Field Coordinator. 
This newly developed position consists of Yates raising awareness of the Komen Maryland mission and developing additional event, fundraising and grant opportunities for the Eastern Shore region.  In the 2010 fiscal year alone, the Maryland Affiliate awarded $329,639 to six grant programs on the Eastern Shore. 

Yates joined the Komen Maryland Board of Directors in 2006, two years after being diagnosed with breast cancer. Throughout her diagnosis and treatment, Yates became aware of a need for local support services on the Eastern Shore. To fulfill this need, Yates has worked to bring local breast cancer support services to the Eastern Shore, including: co-organizing the Mosaic Mural Project for breast cancer survivors, acting as Chairman of the annual Oxford Day 10K event for the past four years and being an active member of the Talbot County Cancer Coalition. In addition to organizing events, Yates helped to establish the Mid-Shore chapter of Women Supporting Women (now operating as Bosom Buddies Support Services) and worked as chapter Director for four years. 

“We are thrilled to have someone who is so enthusiastic about increasing the awareness for Komen Maryland’s vision on the Eastern Shore,” said Komen Maryland Executive Director, Robin Prothro. “Throughout her previous work with Komen Maryland, as well as her work in the community, Lori has taken a proactive role in educating Eastern Shore residents about breast cancer and disease prevention.”
