
THE MARYLAND AFFILIATE OF SUSAN G. KOMEN FOR THE CURE® REACHES 2009 RACE FOR THE CURE® GOAL
Generous donations and sponsorship dollars help to reach $3 million to fund national research and local programs
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BALTIMORE, MD (December 17, 2009) – The Maryland Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure announced today that they reached their $3 million goal for this year’s Race for the Cure, held October 18 in Hunt Valley, Maryland. 
The Race also had over 29,000 registered participants, 2000 survivors, and 1000 volunteers.  Over 75% of the money raised stays in Maryland to fund local programs.  The remaining goes to Komen national headquarters to fund national research, many of which often comes back to Maryland at one of it’s top research institutions.  
 “We know there are many deserving recipients for charitable dollars and we are truly appreciative of the community support we received this year,” Robin Prothro, Komen Maryland’s Executive Director said.  “The money raised helps to support our efforts toward providing direct breast health services in all 22 counties of our service area, including initiating grants at the University of Maryland School of Nursing and Johns Hopkins School of Medicine that are changing how care is delivered to breast cancer patients in Maryland, in the nation, and ultimately internationally,” Prothro said.
