-- Winners of the New School Challenge, Team Competition and Top Runners are Announced –
Baltimore, MD - (October 20, 2010) – The Maryland Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure, an affiliate of the world’s largest breast cancer organization, hosted the 18th annual Race for the Cure® on October 3, 2010. With an estimated 10,000 spectators and 28,500 participants, the Race was an overwhelming success.  Komen Maryland is well on its way to reaching its fundraising goal for 2010 of $3 million.
Honorary chairs Governor Martin O’Malley, Baltimore Mayor Stephanie Rawlings-Blake, and Baltimore County Executive Jim Smith participated in the Race day events to help Komen raise awareness about good breast health care and services.  Senator Barbara Mikulski was also on hand to lend her support.
The top three survivors to finish the Race were Denise Frech with a time of 23:23.1, Kathleen Hammett finishing at 23:28.7, and Deborah Wharff with a time of 24:27.4.  Survivors who participated in the race inspired everyone with their strength and courage to fight such a deadly disease.
The results of the top two men and women are as follows: David Berdan with a time of 15:18.5; Patrick O’Rourke with a time of 17:18.0; Kara Waters with a time of 18:30.1; and Sherry Stick with a time of 18:44.2.
Hundreds of children and young adults also participated in the Race.  First place for women under 14 went to Marisa Abbey, 13, who finished the 5K run with a time of 23:36.5.  In second was Brianna Hunter, 11, with a time of 23:49.9.  The top two men under 14 were Travis White, 14, with a time of 18:59.3, and Ned Moreland, 14, with a time of 21:08.3.
Komen Maryland would also like to acknowledge teams who competed in and won team competitions.  The New School Challenge winners were Western High School with the largest team of 46 members, and Catholic High who raised the most funds for the Race, an impressive $10,726.  The top three teams from the largest team competition were McDonogh School with 1,031 members, Constellation Energy with 660 members, and American Radiology Services with 434 members.
